In accordance with Decree Rectoral No. 481 of May 12, 2022, concerning the Regulations for the doctoral research programs of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia, in Article 7, titled 'Rights, duties, and position of Doctoral Candidates', it is stated that “admission to the doctoral program requires full-time and exclusive commitment. However, it is allowed to engage in compatible employment activities, subject to authorization from the College of Teachers, provided that such activities allow for the acquisition of skills relevant to the doctoral training path and are deemed compatible with the educational, didactic, and research activities of the doctoral course. The receipt of a research grant by doctoral candidates not receiving a scholarship is permitted only if the subject of the grant itself is deemed compatible, according to the judgment of the College of Teachers, with the topics addressed in the doctoral program. Public employees admitted to doctoral programs are entitled, for the normal duration of the course, to the leave provided for by collective bargaining or, for employees subject to public law, to extraordinary leave for study purposes under Article 2 of Law No. 476 of August 13, 1984, and subsequent amendments, with or without a grant, provided they are enrolled for the first time in a doctoral course, regardless of the disciplinary field”.
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
